MATERIALS
Cleckheaton Country Silk 8ply  
(MC) 7 (cherry with white fleck) 1 2

Cleckheaton Country Silk 8ply  
(C1) 9 (grey with white fleck) 1 1

Cleckheaton Country Silk 8ply  
(C2) 4 (mauve with white fleck) 1 1

Cleckheaton Country 8 ply 0006
(C3) 0006 (black) 1 1

One pair of 4.00mm knitting needles or THE
REQUIRED SIZE TO GIVE CORRECT TENSION; wool
needle for sewing seam.

TENSION
This handknit has been designed at a tension of 
21 sts and 44 rows to 10cm over garter st, using
4.00mm needles and MC.

ABBREVIATIONS
approx = approximately; beg = begin/ning; 
cm = centimetres; cont = continue; dec = decrease,
decreasing; foll = follows, following; garter st =
every row knit; inc = increase, increasing; K = knit;
patt = pattern; rem = remain/ing; rep = repeat; 
st/s = stitch/es; tog = together.

HAT
Using C1, cast on one st.

1st Row: Inc in st … 2 sts.

2nd Row: Inc in first st, inc in last st … 4 sts.

3rd Row: Inc in first st, knit to last 2 sts, inc in next
st, K1.

4th Row: Knit.

Rep last 2 rows once … 8 sts.

Using MC, rep 3rd and 4th rows 3 times.

Using C2, rep 3rd and 4th rows 3 times.

Using C3, rep 3rd and 4th rows 3 times.

Using MC, rep 3rd and 4th rows 3 times.

Using C1, rep 3rd and 4th rows 3 times.

Last 30 rows form Inc Stripe Patt for Hat.

Cont in inc stripe patt until there are 66 (72) sts.

NOTE: When when changing colours in Main Patt
and Dec Patt, leave an end approx 15cm long for
tassel.

Keeping stripes correct as in Inc Stripe Patt, work
Main Patt as folls:

1st Row: K2tog, knit to last 2 sts, inc in next st, K1.

2nd Row: Knit.

Rep last 2 rows until inc edge measures 49 (52) cm
from beg, working last row on wrong side.

(Back seam will look neater if next row will start a C1
stripe.)

Keeping stripes correct, work Dec Patt as folls:

1st Row: K2tog, knit to last 2 sts, K2tog.

2nd Row: Knit.

Rep last 2 rows until 2 sts rem.

Next Row: K2tog. 

Fasten off.

TO MAKE UP
Sew right edge of Inc Patt to left edge of Dec Patt,
reversing seam for 5cm if desired for brim. Gather
top edge. Wind C3 firmly around tassel and secure
firmly. Trim tassel. Sew in other ends. Fold brim over.
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
